We have chosen to use FlipGrid as the preferred platform for the challenge. It has a social media type 
interface, but is not a public platform, only visible to those taking part. Check out the various topics and 
you will be able to share your short video responses.

Once you have the App downloaded and access code entered start exploring your challenges. It’s as 
simple as click on the challenge you wish to complete. All the challenges have links and guides for you to 
get more information and signposts. The App allows you to upload  video evidence of your challenge. Be 
creative – show a video collage, a video voice over, it could be a video diary or interviews, maybe a blog or 
a podcast? It’s your platform, your voice! 

Click the large green/white + button to begin recording and sharing your voice and challenge. Use the 
Emojis’, doodles and other tools to make your video stand out. Throughout the challenge you can delete 
and resubmit your video if you wish. Your video now becomes part of your portfolio for the challenge. 
You are now on your way to receiving your medal.
